






7144.—Manpower—Re-allocation—Signals with Regard to Dispersal ol 
Ratings

(C.W. 85343/45.— 12 Dec. 1945.)

A  large number of enquiries arising out of the operation of the Re-allocation 
Plan necessitate signals to Commanders-in-Chief and Administrative Authorities 
to obtain information with regard to the dispersal of individual ratings.

2. To reduce signalling, such signals will quote Admiralty Signal 221323 
November, and give the rating’s initials, surname, substantive rating, official 
number and the ship in which he is believed to be serving.

3. Replies are to be made to the Admiralty by signal, giving the following 
information :—

(а) I f  serving abroad, the date on which the rating was or will be discharged
to the United Kingdom. I f  serving at home, the date on which the 
rating was or will be dispersed and from which ship or establishment.

(б) I f  the rating has been retained beyond the date laid down for his return
to the United Kingdom or his dispersal, the reason to be given.

4. With reference to paragraph 3 (b), attention is drawn to the fact that the 
power of retaining individual ratings, including W.R.N.S. and other ranks, R.M., 
has been restricted to Commanders-in-Chief at home and abroad with discretion 
to delegate further only where drafting is supervised directly by a Flag Officer.

4. Chaplains can obtain these cards on demand from the Superintending Naval 
Store Officer, Park Royal.

5. Commanding Officers are requested to bring this Fleet Order to the notice of 
their Chaplains and Officiating Ministers.

Cards will be forwarded thence 
to their correct home address.
