The extent of the range of duties and appoint-
ments of RAN personnel is sometimes forgotten,
and when they are stationed in less obvious and
often isolated situations they themselves sometimes
feel neglected by head office.

An important part of this visit was to meet Australian
Army and Navy personnel and their spouses and to see at
first hand the important projects with which they are in-
volved under the Defence Co-operation Program.

One of the countnies visited was the Republic of Vanuatu,

Ihere are presently nine in-country advisers posted to that
South Pacific republic under the Defence Co-operation
Program,

These comprise five Army advisers, three from the RAN
and a police tramming adviser

They are involved on a total of seven projects

I'he capital of the country, Port Vila, 1s the base for the
RAN’s Mantime Surveillance Adviser, LCDR Bruce Wil-
SO

LCDR Wilson works in the Marnume Survelllance
Centre which is situated in the National Emergency Oper-
ations Room in Police Headquarters.

He is responsible to the Commuissioner of Police.

One patrol boat, TVS TUKORO, part of the Pacific pat-
rol Boat Project, was supplied to the Vanuatu Government
in 1987,

In addition funds have been provided for a whart for the
cralt and for the supply of workshop equipment

The Vanuatu Police Force Mantime Wing can now oper-
ate RVS TUKORO at sea successfully with limited adviser
support.

In addition, LCDR Wilson continues with planning,
monitoring standards, continuation tramning and advice on
the setting up of the Surveillance Centre and National
Emergency Operations Centre.

He is assisted in his task by CPOMTH Chns Bottomley,
who is the technical adviser for the Pacific Patrol Boat Pro-
ject

Chns 1s responsible for the co-ordination of all mainte-
nance and stores support and techmical advice and traiming.

He also oversees maintenance and ensures the continua-
tion of quality assurance.

CPOSR Garry Armstrong is the Hydrographic Adviser

He works in the Vanuatu Hydrographic Department
which is part of the Land Survey Department.

Garry 1s responsible for the hydrographic vessel SPLA-
LAEW, a 15 metre ketch converted for hydro-graphic
work.

He works with the unit OIC, Mr Martin Kokomanu, and
a team of five.

CPO Armstrong’s aim is to train the team to a point where
it can produce its own charts from its own surveys.

All three personnel are accompanied by their families.

The Australian Army contingent is involved with tests
on the Republic’s water surveys and maintenance of the
Vanuatu Mobile Force
