The Directorate of Mine Warfare and Clearance
Diving has sponsored a two-day conference at
HMAS PENGUIN te promote awareness of current
procedures and future technology within the Mine
Warfare and Clearance Diving (MCD) {*ﬂmmumt}'

Director of Mine War-
fare and Clearance Diving
(Lieutenant Commander
A.G. Rankin) described
the conference as an impor-
tant vehicle for improving
the flow of information and
was particularly important
now because of the period
of enormous change that
the Navy and the MCD
community had been ex-
periencing over the past
two years.

The conference was for-
mally opened by Rear Ad-
miral R.A.K Walls (then
serving as the Deputy Chief
of Naval Staff), and was at-
tended by a wide cross sec-
tion of personnel including:
Commodore J.W. Leach,
Hydrographer of the Navy;
Captain R.E. Shalders, Di-
rector of Naval Warfare;
and Mr K. Gibbs from the
Underwater Systems Divi-
sion of the Matenals
Research Laboratory at
Melbourne.

Admiral Walls spoke of
the substantial change in di-
rection that had been
brought about within the
MCD community by the re-
commendations of the
Force Structure Review,
specifically the decision to
procure as a matter of
priority  larger  coastal
minehunters.

He highlighted the re-
newed interest in Mine
Warfare and Diving at all
