New horizons 
for Service 
cricketers 

Following in the wake of a successful six,,::,!'eek 
tour of Singapore and England by a 2~an 
Combined Services cricket team in J uly and August 
1993, the Australian Services Cricket Association 
has invited the New Zealand Combined Services to 
compete in tbe 1994 national inter-Services carnival 
in Melbourne. 

The one day carnival will be held belween February 15·17 
and will inv-olve. for the first time. the Kiwis competing 
against each Service. 

At the conclusion an Australian Combined Services side 
will be selected to playa one·day match and a two-Jay "Test" 
against the visitors in Melbourne the following week. 

With the retirement of several players at the end of the 
England tour. competition will be strong for selection in the 
Combined Services' side to take on the New Zealanders. 

Foremost in the player's minds will be to uphold the success 
enjoyed by the Australian Combined Services team whi ch 
toured NZ in 1990 and England last year. 

For the latter. it was the first Combined Services cricket tour 
of England since 1945, 

Of the 16 one..<Jay matches scheduled against several county 
second XI clubs. Service XIs and invitation Xis, inclement 
weather caused three games to be abandoned. Overall, the 
Combined Services recorded five wins and three draws and 
five loses. 

Prior to the team's depanure. a dinner was held' in its honour 
at the Melbourne Cricket Ground.

For the Navy personne l chosen. the tour marked the realisa· 

tion of a dream and a chance to proudly represent the ADF in 
overseas competition.

The team enjoyed many highligblS including meeting HRH

Cowdrey.
