The prestigious Peter Mitchell Prize has been 

aw.arded '0 Sub Lieutenant Logan (or coming 
" OUX" or his year at RMIT. 

After joining the Navy as an Electrical Technical Com· 
rnunications apprentice in 1982, he spent five years study­
ing al RM IT and has graduated as a Digital Systems and 
Computer Engineer. 

His first year at RMIT saw him undenake the Tertiary 
Orientation Program. which is a prerequisitie for degree 
course students who do not have their Higher School Cer­
ti ficate. 

On successful completion he was promoted to Midship­
man and worked towards, over a four-year period, obtain­
ing his degree. 

During their final 18 months of their Engineering De­
gree (including mechanical and electricaUeleetronie en­
gineers) studenlS are required to complete a major design 
exercise. 

SBL T Logan worked with the Department of Defence 
helping to develop an ellperimental communications sys· 
tem that is still undergoing development by RAN students. 

He is quick to point Out that The Navy's outstanding suc­
cess at RMIT is largely due to team-work and camaraderie 
displayed by the Naval contingent currently undergoing 
studies there.

Advocate-General 

Justice Alwynne Rowlands, Judge AdministJ'3tor 
of t he Family Court of A ustralia in NSW , has been 
sworn in as Judge A dvocate GeneJ'31 of the Austra­
lian Defence Force. 

He holds the rank of Rear Admiral in the RANR. 
The JAG is at the peak of the naval and military discip­

line structure and must be a Judgc of a federal court or a 
state supreme coun. 

Fonnerly a UC m Vi ctoria and the founding president of 
its AA T . his term on the tribunal coincided with the rela­
t ively liberal extension of Freedom of Information (FOI) 
in that state.

Two Navy orienteers, Adrian Wotton lind John 
Bujak, have competed in the World Military Orien­
teering Championships in BonIS, Sweden. 

Seventeen nations oompeted at the championships, in· 
cluding most European nations such as France and Ger· 
many, the now non-cxistcnt Soviet Union, the four Scan· 
dinavian nations and the only other southern hemisphere 
representative, Brazil. 

Following lessons learn t at the previous year's cham· 
pionships in Norway, the ADF team participated in a 
week·long train ing camp some two hours drive from the 
championship site. 

This not only enabled members of the team to recover 
from jet lag, but also gave them an opponunity to become 
accustomed to the Swedish terrain and maps (somewhat 
different to Australia!) . 

The Austral ian team, consisting of two Navy, four Army 
and a RAAF member, finished 15th. 

Realistically, given more preparation Australia could 
hope tp make the top 10. 

These particular championships were won by Finland 
who beat the favourites Austria. 

This year's ADF Orienteering Championships 
(ADFOC) will be held at Bendigo, Victoria, from August 
22 to 28. 

The championships. which also cater for novices, will 
fonn the basis for selection for the next world military 
championships in Brazil. 

Navy hopes to do well this year, following the win at the 
ACf inter·Service championships last year and the Austra· 
lian Service orienteering challenge relay win o"er the 
Army (two years in succession).
