Biathlon events (shooting
and skiing) are being intro-
duced for the first time this
year, and should provide a
great challenge for those tak-
ing part.

For anyone new to inter-
Service, the cost is relatively
low. A $30 fee is charged
per week to cover the cost of
waxes and coaching fees,
and a special deal has been
arranged*with Adaminaby
Ski Hire, giving members a
week’s hire of skis, boots
and poles for $30-$35.

Beginners are most wel-
come, and being fit would be
a hood head start. Anyone
