























he has been de-horned,

has a new nose and tail
and has even grown
wings.

She’is the new look
HMAS MANOORA,
shaping up to be one of
the most important logis-
tic ships in the Royal Aus-
tralian Navy.

A vital step in the trans-
formation of a much criti-
cised second-hand landing
ship, once the USS FAIR-
FAX COUNTY, took
place at the Forgacs
Dockyard in Newcastle in
mid-May.

After months in the
company’s 40,000 tonne
floating dock, the 8450
tonne MANOORA was
refloated quickly and
without incident.

While high and dry,
millions of dollars were
spent in changing the
shape, appearance and
operation of the ship.

Taken were the “homns™
which allowed vehicles
and craft to go over the
bow in beach landing situ-
ations.

The bow doors were
welded shut and the for-
ward deck flared.

A huge hangar capable
of holding four helicopters
was built aft.

The funnel was moved,
sponsons built at the stem
and the mountings for a
70 tonne capacity crane,
capable of lifting landing
craft over the side, built
ahead of the bridge.

Inside a diesel tank was
transformed into an avia-
tion fuel reservoir, the
ship’s six diesel engines
and the transmission to
her two screws over-
hauled, an enhanced com-
munications and opera-
tions room provided and
an office transformed into
apilots” briefing room.

Where, as the FAIR-
FAX COUNTY, heli-
copters could “visit”, the
MANOORA now boasts
three helipads, one on the
bow and two on the stern.

More importantly four
Black Hawk or Sea King
helicopters can be taken
aboard, stowed safely in
the new hangar and allow
the ship to be logistically
independent.

In a pinch, provided
they were well protected
from salt water, another
three helos could be car-
ried on the helipads.

A tunnel through the
main superstructure of the
ship allows for Black
Hawk helicopters to be
moved from the stern heli-
pads, or the hangar, to the
bow helipad.

A flight controllers’
room has been built on the
stern with a closed circuit
television scan of the bow
helipad allowing staff to
monitor all aviation
activity.

The ship can accommo-
date a 40-bed hospital.

While the ship was out
of the water Forgacs staff
installed a pair of bilge
keels which will minimise
roll and provide a more
stable platform for heli-
copters.

MANOORA underwent
a leak test in the dock on
May 11.

‘With no leaks evident it
was decided to float her
free the following morn-

ing.

LCDR Derek Frew, the
ship’s aviation officer,
said: “We picked a quict
time, particularly with the
tide and- the amount of
marine traffic on the
Hunter.

“The floating dock
began to sink from
5.27am. MANOORA
floated at 5.49am.

“Three tugs pulled her
out at 6.37am and by
7.13am she was at the
‘West Basin No.1.”

A further seven months
of work will be carried out
on the ship including fit-
ting the crane.

Sea trials will begin in
early 1999 with the ship
expected to be operational
in July of 1999.

Meanwhile, HMAS
KANIMBLA, the former
