DHAISHA explained 

The Service Hoosing Authority (SHA) 
is part of the Department of Defence 
and looks after housing allocation and all 
matters to do with 
your tenancy. 
Before you 
move in and 
when you 
vacate the 
house the 
organisation to 
contact is 
theSHA. 

The Oefence 

is a separate organisation which supplies 
the houses allocated by the Department 
of Defence. DHA also offers a 
mainlenance service to Service families. 
If you need any maintenance once you 
have moved inlO your house, contact 
your local DHA office.

Some of you might still remember the bad 
old days of Defence housing, when a 
-quality home-meant lhallhe grass 

growing through the floorboards had been 
freshlyrnowed 

What seems like an amusing story now was 
once not an uncommon eKperience, 
particularly in some of the regional areas. 
As that song says: 

Through windowpane 

Often, Defence families were living in t he 
worst houses in the community. By 1988, 
things were starting to change, and when 
the Defence Housing Authority was formed 
that year, improvements 10 housing really 
took off. 

Ten years on, more than 95% of houses 
meet the standards required. By lhe year 
2000, unsuitable houses will be rep/aced o r 
refurbished and all Defence families will be 
living in modern, well maintained housing 
which is indistinguishable from their civilian 
neighbours. 

Until 1996, DHA's housing program was 
largety funded either by Government or 
commercial loans. In addition to improving 
the quality of hoUSing and maintenance, 
one of OHA's major achievements in the 
past few years has been to repay almost all 
of the loans which made these 
improvements possible, and to become 
entirely self funding. 

DHA Managing Director, Mr Louis Milkovits 
eKplains. "The big change occurred with the 
success of our sale and leaseback program. 
When members o f the public buy a DHA 
property and lease it back to us, we not only 
retain the use of that house but also have 
more money to invest hOUSing elsewhere: 

Mr Milkovits said, -Our pre sale and 
leaseback leases lock us into having to get 

the owner's agreement before we can do 
any maintenance work. As these leases 
expire, they are being replaced by the new 
lease which allows us to maintain them in 
the same way as houses DHAowns,-he said. 

"This way every one benefits. Families have 
a good quality housing and maintenance 

... service. The Department of Defence has an 

assured supply of family accommodation to 
meet the needs of a highly mobile 
workforce.and private property investors 
like the ease of the security of a long term 
lease to the Authority: he said. 

WhyDHA? 
Posting time is a busy time for families 
moving into new communities. But have 
you ever wondered what it would be like if 
Defence did not provide suitable housing? 

The majority of rental properties cater for 
people who have just moved away from the 
family home so consequently, 50% of them 
are semi-detached or apartments. DHA 
houses cater for families and almost 84% of 
tllem are free standing family homes. The 
rest are semi--detached, mainly in the 

Around42%ofDHA houses arein the 
country areas whereas the majority of 
rental accommodation is in the cities. As 
well,short term leases dominate the 
private rental market while the average 

posting period fOf Defence families is two to 
three years. 

Only 19% of housing is available for rent 
which can result in insuffkient rental 

accommodation and low vacancy rates. 

Wrthout the range of houses provided by 
DHA,defence families would be competing 
for a limited supply of housing. which 
generally did not cater for their needs. 

Service is The Key 
The supply of housing is the result of a close 
working relationship between the DHA and 

the Department of Defence which results in 

DHA supplying the type of housing 
required by Defence at the right time and in 

the right location. 

The other partner in tile housing 
relationship is the family who lives in the 

house, and DHA also listens to families 

when making decisions about the type of 
house to supply. 

Hand in hand with housing quality is DHA's 

maintenance service, and families tell us 
that the support of DHA's one stop 

main tenance service is almost as important 
as the house itself. 

DHA's maintenance service operates 

wherever there are DHA houses. It operates 

out of hoUSing management centres in all 
the capital cities and larger regional centres. 

Property officers and maintenance staff are 

also out posted to other areas where there is 
a high concentration of Defence housing. 

DHA maintains houses as far afield as 
Hobart and Thursday Island and Perth to 
Port Hedland, and in ail cases the 
maintenance service is provided by local 
companies under contract to DHA. 

Families in even the most remote areas, can 
expect the same level of maintenance as 
families in other areas, and for the next 
three months, we will be asking families in 
remote areas for feedback on the service 
they receive. 

Our maintenance service does more than 
keep up with normal household repairs, 
however, because keeping our houses in 
good condition takes much of the hassle 
out of frequent moves and helps families 
settle more quickly into their new 
environment.
