® factors influencing sep-
aration from the ADF at
various stages of an ADF
members career;

® family perception of
their needs being consi-
dered in the determination
of postings; and

® family perception of
existing famuly support sys-
tems operating within the
ADF.

MM cables contract

MM Cables has been awarded a major contract by
Australian Marine Engineering Consolidated Litd
(AMECON), to supply electric cables for the

ANZAC Frigate Project.

Secured against
worldwide competition, the
contract means that MM
Cables will be supplying
over 1000 km of halogen
free power and commum-
cation cables for eight
Blohm and Voss AG de-
signed MEKO frigates to
be built for the Royal Au-
stralian Navy and two for
the Royal New Zealand
Navy at AMECON's facil-
ity in Wilhamstown,

Victona.

Inmitially 68 different
types of cables will be in-
stalled, all of which are
halogen free to prevent
toxic fumes in the event of
fire, and in addition have
electromagnetic screens to
reduce interference.
