Five major RAN fleet units have sailed from Sydney,
bound for a month-long five-nation exercise off Hawaii.
Exercise RIMPAC 94 involves navies from Australia,
United States of America, South Korea, Japan and
Canada and begins on May 23.

Leading the RAN Task Group from Sydney were the guided mis-
sile frigates (FFGs) HMAS SYDNEY (commanded by Commander
R.M. McMillan) and HMAS DARWIN (CMDR L.N. Pataky).

Sailing the following day were the guided missile destroyer
HMAS HOBART (Captain J.R. Stapleton) and fleet oiler HMAS
SUCCESS (Captain J.S. O'Hara).

Also participating is the submarine HMAS OVENS (LCDR S.M.
O’Hearn).

The Australian units are manned by more than 1,000 personnel.

They will join more than 50 other warships and auxiliaries and
units from the US Coast Guard, Air Force, Army and Marine Corps.

RIMPAC 94 is the 14th in the series of biennial exercises which
began in 1971.

Australian sailors and airmen have participated in all of them.

RIMPAC (RIM of the PACIFIC) is designed to enhance tactical
capabilities of the ships and personnel in major aspects of maritime
operations at sea. ;
