“It’s been two years since I played squash so I could
hardly remember what to do.”

It appears he quickly remembered. He defeated WO
Joe Kanayasi 15-13, 15-5.

“It was a really tough game though.

“It wasn’t until I was up 14-3 (in the second set) that
I thought I was going to win.”

AB White said it was obvious many Navy personnel
were interested in squash and he planned to become
more involved in Defence Force sport.

“When I first joined the Navy, I played a couple of
games at CERBERUS, but I didn’t realise until recently
that they played inter-service squash.

“I didn’t know I could use my squash to play for
Navy. I plan to really get right into it now.
