“The club aims to provide
inexpensive dive courses to
its inexperienced members
and 10 provide the opportu-
nity for certified divers to
increase their diving knowl-
edge and skills.

‘The club has more than
60 financial members and
this number is growing.

100 active members by the
end of the year.

All levels of courses are
taught up to and including
dive master.

Open water courses are
run for beginners every
month and time can be
adjusted to suit everyone's
program of training.

Since the club’s inception,
it has run three open water
courses and two advanced

The first course com-
menced on August 23 with
theary, then two afiemoons
in the picturesque CER-
BERUS pool and then hit-

Philip Bay on the next
Saturday,

These courses have
enabled 30 trainees (0 quali-
fy for their basic open water
certification and 16 pro-
gressing to the more difficult
advanced open water
course.

The next open water
course is due to start later
this month then mid
November and the last for
this year will be in early
December.

All courses are conducted
by the club’s in-house PADI
dive instructor and dive
master  SMNET Jamie
Power and Warmant Officer
Mark Grils.

“If he had been in the final I think 1
might have been in trouble.

“T was against him in the final for the
past two years and lost.”

LS Weatherstone got knocked out in
the third round after being beaten 6-5
by Craig King.

LEUT Jackson, who has been a ten-

nis buff for 20 years, said consistent
playing and a good mixture of strokes
won him this year’s final.

LCDR Mark Muir, of ALBATROSS,
won the competition’s consolation final
after defeating LS Brett Bode of KUT-
TABUL 6-0, 6-3.

LCDR Muir said LS Bode had beat-
en his wife, Edwina, in an earlier
round.

“It was a bit of a grudge match,” he
joked.

“He beat my wife (the only female in
the competition) so I had to save the
family name... and I didn’t want to
play another set in the hot sun.”

The Carr competition, named after
CAPT L.J.P. Carr OBE (rtd), began in
1947.

It was conducted annually from 1947
until 1958 and then commenced again
in 1977. It has been played every year
since the 19-year break.

This year it was held at the
University of New South Wales.

The RANSA Reégatta had traditionally been held on the
Saturday before Australia Day.

However, the number of other harbour festivities at the
time has meant fewer yachts have entered the RANSA
Regatta.

RANSA Commodore Max Kean said the association
decided to further highlight its ties with the Royal
Australian Navy and hold the regatta during Sydney's
Navy Week in October.

Division two of the regatta, for yachs between 7.92 metres and 9.45
metres, was won by Moody Blues. Marjorie J won division three, for
yachis less than 7.92 metres. Manhood won division four, Marian won

the Hood 23 division, Dreamtime won the Half Tonner division, Hoana
took out the traditional division and S. Kirkjian won the Tasars division.
