W ith reference to A.F.O. 2830/42 the Ministry of Works should be added
to the list of departments with whom financial adjustment should ceas«

Greenwich Hospital
Dominion and Allied Navies

Supplies to and work for Admiralty contractors and factories
unless certified as wholly a Government liability.

2. The effective date of this arrangement is 1st April, 1942 but where

accounts rendered have already been paid, no re-adjustment need be made.

1523.—Rents Payable for Premises Leased by Admiralty Contractors
(C.P. 79269/42.—1.4.1943.)

Should Admiralty Regional Officers, Overseers, Inspection or Progress Officers
become aware that firms are endeavouring to secure additional premises to house
manufacture under Admiralty contracts, they are requested to advise such firms
that if they are faced with a demand for excessive rents they should approach
the Chief Surveyor of Lands, Admiralty, 1/2, Portland Place, Bath, Telephone
Bath 5381, before completing any tenancy arrangements.

1524.—Naval Store and Dockyard Cost Accounts—Stock Transfers Under
Vote 8/n, to, from or between Yards, etc., Abroad—Procedure

(D.A.IN.S. 36475/42.—1.4.1943.)

From 1st April, 1943, and during the continuance of the war, transfers
of Vote 8/11 stock on Forms D.66 to, from or between Dockyards and Depots
abroad will not be valued.

2. The instructions in Article 66 of Appendix XI1Il of the Store Duties
Instructions will not be applicable during hostilities. The quantities as
actually received are to be brought to account on the D.66 and differences
between quantities invoiced and quantities received which would, under
peace-time procedure, be passed to account under 88.B.5c—differences due to
indeterminate causes; B.3d.—on resurvey; or B.3b due to obsolescence, etc.—
are not to be formally adjusted for value at all. Instructions will be issued
later regarding B.oa— losses or damage in transit not due to neglect.

To the extent directed by A.F.O. 1123/41 differences, valued, are to
continue to be reported on Forms D.690 and, where Forms D.690 are not
applicable, on Forms D.66b in the same manner as between Yards and
Al?o%%,sl)at home (vide the second and third sections of paragraph 3 of A.F.O.

3. In order to carry out the above the following changes in procedure
are to be adopted for shipments to, from, or between Yards, etc., abroad.
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Outward forms D.66 (triplicate copies), registered in the Naval Store
Department, are to be sent without delay to the Naval Store Officer at the
receiving Yard without reference to the Expense Accounts Officer at the

sending Yard.
Each invoice schedule D.66a, which will show no valuation, is to be

referred to the Expense Accounts Officer at the receiving Yard, for entering

in his register of D.66s.
Should it be necessary to make an extract from an inward invoice, a
copy is to be sent to the Expense Accounts Officer to register (and for

retention).
There will be no agreement between Yards, etc., on value, but it is to be

the duty of the Expense Accounts Officer at the receiving Yard to see that
clearance has been given for all vouchers registered by him. For this
purpose he will note in his register from the daily bundles of store vouchers
the date when each Form D.66 and extracts therefrom have been passed to
account.

The values of stores which are not of Rate Book description or are shown
therein as “Cost Price ” are to be sent at frequent intervals by the Expense
Accounts Officers at sending Yards to the Expense Accounts Officers at
receiving Yards. Exceptionally, values will not be communicated by R.N.
Store Depot, Haslemere, and associated Depots. Should any sets or items
of the Vote 8/11/F stores received therefrom be issued to a repayment service,
exact copies of the pertinent vouchers are to be forwarded to the Director of
Expense Accounts, Bath. Claims will be rendered in England and the local
bundle copies of the vouchers should be endorsed accordingly.

4. No change is to be made in the procedure at present in force under

which a valued record is kept of transfers between Yards of Vote 8/111 stores.
Where, however, the prompt despatch from Home Yards and Depots of
triplicates may be held up on account of delay in valuation through cost
prices not being immediately available, the triplicate copies are to be
forwarded endorsed V.W.B.F. (value will be forwarded) and the values
forwarded as soon as possible on “ value only ” D.66s.
