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This was intended to mean tha t balance of civil pay should not be propor­

tionately increased when service pay ceases or falls to  the amount of allowance and 
allotment, but th a t it  should continue as if full service pay were still in issue ; 
changes, however, in service emoluments (such as increase in family allowances) 
or in civil pay (such as progression on an incremental scale) which normally affect 
the level of balance of civil pay, should continue to be taken into account for this 
purpose.

2. Service Emoluments of Civil Servant Members of the V .A .D . and Civil Nursing
Reserve (A.F.O. 1147/43).

For V.A.Ds., Service emoluments are the actual rate of pay received from 
the Military Hospital. For members of the Civil Nursing Reserve, Service emolu­
ments should, in all cases, whether the nurse concerned is actually resident or not, 
be taken as the rate of pay of a non-resident nurse, i.e., basic wage, plus allowance 
for board, lodging and laundry, etc. I t  sometimes happens, however, th a t a Y.A.D. 
is attached as an auxiliary nurse to a non-military hospital, in which case her pay 
and conditions of service are similar to those of members of the Civil Nursing Reserve, 
and she should be treated, for the purposes of balance of civil pay, as if she were 
a member of tha t Reserve.

3. Civil Servant Members of H .M . Forces Reported M issing in  Theatres of War
other than the Far East (A.F.Os. 502/41 and 2217/43).

With reference to the extension of payment of balance of civil pay to  26 weeks 
from date of notification which was promulgated in paragraph 5 of A.F.O. 2217/43, 
this extension should be applied not only to  cases arising after the date of tha t 
order, but also to  cases where balance of civil pay was still in issue a t th a t date, i.e., 
where the periods of three months and one month respectively authorised by 
A.F.O. 502/41 had not come to  an end. Cases in which payments had ceased at 
the date of the order should not be re-opened.
