As stated in A.F.O. 2107/45, the Government of South Africa’s scheme of

release from the Union Defence Forces is based on length of service.

All members

of the South African Forces have, therefore, been classified into the following
release groups according to their dates of attestation

2. All South African ratings and R.M. other ranks in South African Release
Groups A, B and C on loan to R.N. are now to be discharged to “Afrikander,”
reliefs being obtained where essential. The dates of attestation can be checked
from Service Certificates.

3. Ratings should reach “Afrikander ” by 1st August, 1945, or as soon after as
possible, and are thence to be reverted to the South African Forces for release.

4. These instructions do not apply to ratings who have completed Form
D.D.88J(N), volunteering for further service, or thosé who elect to be released on
their present station (see paragraph 8).

5. Action is being taken by Admiralty to appoint all South African officers in
Groups A, B and C on loan to the R.N- who can be spared to H.M.S. “Afrikander ”
for termination of secondment and release by South African authorities. Reliefs
will be provided where necessary.

6. It is possible that some officers so appointed may have volunteered for
continued service under A.F.O. 2107/45, but their volunteering forms may not have
been received before the appointments areinade. Any such cases should be reported
forthwith to the Admiralty and no action to return the officer to South Africa should
be taken pending further instructions. Notification of the appointment will be
made by signal whenever the officer concerned is serving abroad.

7. Release of further groups of officers and ratings will similarly be ordered
by the Admiralty in due course.

8. South African personnel on loan who wish to take their release outside
South Africa should, wheft orders are received for their release, make application
through Service channels to the Admiralty in case of officers, and to their
Commander-in-Chief in the case of ratings. |f approved, thé Admiralty will then
refer officers’ applications to D.S.A.N.F. (Info : C.-in-C., South Atlantic) for final
approval. Commanders-in-Chief should take similar action regarding ratings.

9. Personnel whose applications for release outside South Africa are thus
approved will be directed to the nearest South African representative for release.
10. Personnel released outside South Africa cannot be guaranteed subsequent

repatriation at South African Government expense.
